height?, weight?, arrest record? genetic information?, and familial status?

Persons with disabilities needing accommodations for employment
must notify their employers in writing within 182 days.

' Under the education article, age and matrital status
are prohibited considerations for admissions only
2 in employment only
3 in housing only

If you think you have been discriminated
against, you may file a complaint with
