Know Your Rights!

If you are pregnant, you have a legal right to a reasonable accommodation if your pregnancy causes or contributes to a disability and
the accommodation does not impose an undue hardship on your employer. State Government Article, $20-609(b)

If you have a disability that is contributed to or caused by pregnancy, you may request a reasonable accommodation at work. Your
employer must explore “all possible means of providing the reasonable accommodation.” State Government Article, §20-609(d)
The law lists an assortment of options for both you and your employer to consider in order to comply with a request for reasonable

Date a reasonable accommodation is medically advisable.
Probable duration of the accommodation should be provided.
Explanation as to the medical advisability of the reasonable accommodation.

Can I Still Get In Trouble?

Retaliation is prohibited under State Government Article, $20-609(h) when exercising your rights. If an employee seeks to exercise

her right to request a reasonable accommodation for a temporary disability due to pregnancy, an employer may not:
